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Now in his ninth season as Artistic Director of
the Chilliwack Metropolitan Orchestra, Gregory
Douglas Johnson continues to be in demand
among top conductors in the Metro Vancouver
and Fraser Valley region, having recently been
appointed conductor of the Vancouver Pops
Orchestra. Renowned for his innovative and
thoughtful programming, audiences are quick to respond to his
welcoming manner and nimble wit. Born and raised in the Fraser Valley,
his conducting pursuits have taken him across the country and into
Europe. He has had the opportunity to work with esteemed conductors
such as Larry Rachleff, Gustav Meier, Kirk Trevor, and Jonathan Girard.
During his orchestral conducting training in Winnipeg, he had the rare
opportunity to conduct the Winnipeg Symphony Orchestra and the St.
John's Chamber Orchestra, in addition to his work with the University
Orchestra and Wind Ensemble.

Maestro Johnson is equally at home in choral and wind ensemble
conducting. He recently completed his 10th season as Music Director of
the Fraser Valley Community Winds, an ensemble dedicated to
community outreach and collaboration. He also maintains an award-
winning choir, recorder group, and marimba ensemble at Woodward Hill
Elementary in Surrey. He has worked with students of all ages, having
held concurrent flute instructor posts at Trinity Western University and
the Langley Community Music School. His family of two irrepressible
young children, Gabriel and Josephine, and his wife Jacqueline, love to
spend time together out in nature, particularly by the ocean.

JESSICA JOU is a BCRMTA bursary winner with the highest mark in
ARCT piano performance for 2022. Continuing her musical journey, she
is now studying piano at the Licentiate level with Nita Pelletier. An
English major at UFV, Jessica also plays the flute and competed in the
2023 Chilliwack Music and Dance Festival. A competitor in the
Vancouver International Piano competition in 2021, she has also won
many prizes at the Chilliwack Music and Dance Festival and advanced to
the 2022 Provincial Performing Arts festival. Having a strong interest in
pedagogy since high school, Jessica has been able to maintain a full piano
studio at the Chilliwack Academy of Music. In addition to teaching piano,
she coaches swimming for the Chilliwack Spartans swim club.
